Project Summary:

The applicant is requesting a special use permit to operate a pet shop at 4302 Broadway. 24-7 Reptiles
would sell reptiles, amphibians and fish, but no cats, dogs, venomous shakes or dangerous animals. The
store will sell to both pet stores and the general public, through internet and retail sales. Animals and dry
goods will be received through FedEx/UPS, local breeders, and trade shows. Most animals in the shop
will be high-end animals, worth between $100 and $5,000 each. The proposed business will be open
Monday to Saturday 9:00am to 8:00pm and Sunday 10:00am to 6:00pm.

Materials state that cages will be cleaned twice a week or more if necessary and spot cleaned every day.
Larger animals will be under lock and key only accessible to the owners and manager. The store will
operate within all federal, state, and city guidelines and regulations pertaining to animals and the sale of
animals.

The proposed business will be located in a multi-tenant structure, in the north-most tenant space. Other
tenants in the structure are currently a Laundromat and a bar. The applicant has indicated that most
animals for sale make little to no noise, and that all deliveries will be made through the rear side entrance
to be out of view of customers and other tenants.



Code Analysis:

Per Section 1135.09, the Planning Commission is responsible for reviewing Special Use Permit requests and
recommending approval, approval with maodifications or denial to City Council based on findings of compliance
with the standards and requirements of this Code (see relevant code sections) and subject to the conditions
established by the Planning Commission to ensure compliance with the letter and intent of this Code. The
following is the Development Department’s evaluation based on code standards and requirements.

1.

The proposed use shall be in harmony with the existing or intended character of the district and nearby
affected districts and shall not change the essential character of the districts;

Standard is Met: Staff does not feel that the proposed use will change the essential character of the
district. The proposed pet store is located in a shopping center with other commercial uses.

The proposed use shall not adversely affect the use of adjacent property;

Standard is Met: All business will be contained entirely within the building, with deliveries occurring at
the rear side entrance out of the way of customer parking for the proposed business as well as other
businesses on the site. Materials indicate that animals sold will make little to no noise. Cages will be
spot cleaned daily and completely cleaned twice a week or more if needed.

The proposed use shall not adversely affect the health, safety, morals, or welfare of persons residing or
working in the neighborhood;

Standard is Met: Staff does not feel the proposed pet shop will adversely affect the health and safety
of persons residing or working in the neighborhood. Materials state that native and dangerous animals
will not be sold, and that large animals will be under lock and key accessible only to the business
owners and manager.

The proposed use shall be served adequately by public facilities and services such as, but not limited
to, roads, police and fire protection, storm water facilities, water, sanitary sewer, and school;

Standard is Met: The proposed use will be adequately served by public facilities.

The proposed use shall not impose a traffic impact upon the public right-of-way significantly different
from that anticipated from permitted uses of the district;

Standard is Met: Staff does not anticipate the proposed use creating an impact on the right-of-way
greater than other retail uses permitted in the district.

The proposed use shall be in accord with the general and specific objectives, and the purpose and
intent of this Zoning Code and the Land Use Plan and any other plans and ordinances of the City;

Standard is Met: The proposed use is in accordance with the intent of applicable code requirements
and ordinances of the City.

The proposed use complies with the applicable specific provisions and standards of this Code;
Standard is Met: The proposed use complies with standards of the Code.

The proposed use shall be found to meet the definition and intent of a use specifically listed as a
special use in the district in which it is proposed to be located;

Standard is Met: The site of the proposed use is currently located on a property split zoned C-1/C-2
(an application to zone the entire lot C-2 is awaiting its second reading before City Council). Pet shops
for the selling, grooming or training of animals are permitted with a Special Use Permit in both C-1 and
C-2 districts.



9. A completed application indicating the Specific Special Use permit activity intended by the applicant
shall be submitted to the Department of Development by the Council approved submittal dates;

Standard is Met: The applicant properly submitted a completed application.

Recommendation(s):

After review and consideration, the Development Department recommends Planning Commission make a
recommendation of approval to City Council for the Special Use Permit as submitted.
