 AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR  
TO ENTER INTO MULTI-YEAR CONTRACTS WITH AT&T 

 
 WHEREAS, the City currently utilizes AT&T for telephone services under a month to month pricing 
schedule; and 
 

WHEREAS, the current month to month pricing is subject to change; and  
 
 WHEREAS, to obtain the best pricing, the City needs to enter into a contract with a term of sixty (60) 
months; and 
 
 WHEREAS, it is estimated that a sixty (60) month contract would save the City approximately Six 
Thousand Dollars ($6,000) a year; and    

 
WHEREAS, since the contract term exceeds twelve (12) months, it must be approved by Ordinance. 

  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GROVE CITY, 

STATE OF OHIO, THAT: 
 

SECTION 1.  The City Council hereby authorizes the City Administrator to execute the agreements 
with AT&T more fully described in Exhibit A.

ORDINANCE C-11-13 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND VARIOUS SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 707 TITLED SPECIAL EVENTS     

 
 WHEREAS, the City of Grove City has been reviewing its special events procedures; and   
  

WHEREAS, this Chapter has not been updated in over ten years; and 
 
WHEREAS, the proposed changes now place the responsibility on the City Administrator to engage all 

departments and divisions to review and comment all special event applications; and 
  
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GROVE CITY, 
STATE OF OHIO, THAT 
 
 SECTION 1.  Section 707.01 is hereby amended, in part, as follows: 

(g)     “Special Event Permit” means written approval from the Administrative Assistant Chief of 
Police to hold a special event. 
 
 SECTION 2.  Section 707.02 is hereby amended as follows:  
 
707.02  GENERAL AUTHORITY AND DUTY OF ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT CHIEF OF 
POLICE. 

      (a)     The provisions of this Chapter shall be administered and enforced by the Administrative 
Assistant Chief of Police, or his or her designee. 

      (b)     The Administrative Assistant Chief of Police has authority to issue a special event permit that 
authorizes one or more of the activities described in Section 707.01(f), when the requirements of this Chapter 
have been met. 

SECTION 3.  Section 707.04 is hereby amended, in part, as follows: 

(a)     A person desiring to hold a special event shall apply for a Special Event Permit by filing with the 
Administrative Assistant Chief of Police a written application upon a form provided for that purpose.  A non- 
refundable application fee of $30 must accompany each application.  An application must be filed not less than 
90 45 days before the special event is to begin.  The Administrative Assistant Chief of Police may waive the 
90 45  day filing requirement if the Administrative Assistant Chief of Police determines that the application 
can be processed in less than 90 45  days, taking into consideration the number and types of permits required to 
be issued in conjunction with this Special Event Permit. 

      (b)     An application must contain the following information: 

            (1)     The name, address and telephone number of the applicant and of any other persons 
responsible for the conduct of the special event; 

            (2)     A description of the special event and requested dates and hours of operation for the event; 

            (3)     The estimated number of persons to participate in the special event; 



            (4)     A sketch showing the area or route to be used during the special event, along with proposed 
structures, tents, fences, barricades, signs, banners, and restroom facilities, provisions for parking with a 
designation of where “No Parking” signs will be used; 

            (5)     Details of how the applicant proposes to provide security and traffic control, if applicable; 

            (6)     The time and location of street closings, if any are requested; 

            (7)     Details of the sale of merchandise or the sale or serving of food or alcoholic beverages at 
the special event, if applicable; 

            (8)     Description of animals to be used in the special event, if any; 

            (9)     Details of how the applicant will clean up the area of the special event after it has ended, if 
on public property. 

      (c)     Upon receipt of the completed application, the Administrative Assistant Chief of Police shall 
forward a copy of the application to the Director of Safety, the Director of Service, the Director of Parks and 
Recreation, the Jackson Township Chief of Fire, the Chief of Police and the Chief Building and Zoning 
Official to review the application for compliance with this Chapter and provide any recommendations 
that address public safety, fiscal and operational concerns.  If any part of the event is to be held on or 
adjacent to park property, the Chief of Police shall also forward a copy of the application to the Parks and 
Recreation Department.  Each department or division shall review the application and return it, with any 
comments, to the Administrative Assistant Chief of Police within 30 10 working days of receipt. 

      (c) (d)     If any part of the Special Event is to be held on public property, a deposit of one-half of the 
estimated costs required to be paid to the City as a result of a special event must be received by the 
Administrative Assistant Chief of Police not less than five days before the date of the special event as shown 
on the Special Event Permit.   

      (d) (e)     Within ten (10) days after reviewing the application and departmental comments, the 
Administrative Assistant Chief of Police shall issue or deny the Special Event Permit. unless denial is 
required by Section 707.07 of this Chapter.  If the application is denied, the Administrative Assistant Chief of 
Police shall notify said applicant, in writing, within said ten (10) day period, of the denial.   

SECTION 4.  Section 707.05 is hereby amended, in part, as follows: 

  (a)     The Administrative Assistant Chief of Police shall deny a Special Event Permit if: 

            (5)     The applicant fails to comply with or the proposed special event will violate a City 
Ordinance or other applicable law, unless the prohibited conduct or activity would be allowed under this 
Chapter or otherwise waived, by the Administrative Assistant Chief of Police; 

(b)     The Administrative Assistant Chief of Police shall revoke a Special Event Permit if:
