1. Context Map
This property is located at the Buckeye Ranch at 5665 Hoover Road (PID040-004974).
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2. Analysis

The applicant is requesting approval of a Development Plan Amendment to construct a new residential and
administration building at the Buckeye Ranch located at 5665 Hoover Road. Additionally, two smaller
buildings will be added onto or renovated. The GroveCity2050 Community Plan and Future Land Use Map
designates the site for Mixed Employment Center, identifying institutional as a secondary use for the site.

Site Plan

buildings are located

on the northwestern

portion of the 84.68-

acre parcel. The

proposed location

houses the current

campus for the

Buckeye Ranch with

multiple buildings,

roads, and pathways.

The proposed

buildings  will  be

accessed from the

existing internal street

network on the site.

New drive aisles and

116 parking spaces, 2

of which are handicap

accessible, will be

added to allow access to the new building along the north and west side of the current campus area. The
entryway to the administration building will include a roundabout allowing cars to leave the same way they
entered the site. The current configuration includes a dead end in the parking lot south of the roundabout,
and the applicant has indicated that it will connect to future roadways in the area to provide additional
access in the future.

Building

The proposed residential and administration building will be 34,514 square feet with a maximum height of
34 feet. The facade will consist of bricks ranging in color from light to dark brown along with black, and
multiple large glass windows. The proposed roof consists of 2 roofline elevations, both of which are DMI
DynaClad metal roofing. The higher elevated roof in the center of the building will be finished with i D M|

entry canopy with concrete columns and a white translucent polycarbonate roof.
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
